  Doctrinal Corner 
 

Q: How can we make the season of Lent a fruitful one? 
A: The season of Lent is marked by three essential practices: prayer, 

fasting, and almsgiving. Prayer involves increasing the time we 
dedicate to God each day – setting aside moments for personal prayer, 
reading sacred scripture, attending Mass (especially weekdays), 
praying the Rosary and participating in the Stations of the Cross. 
Fasting is a form of self-discipline that tempers the body and 
strengthens the spirit. It expresses our hunger for God and solidarity 
with the poor. Almsgiving calls us to acts of charity, such as donating 
money, food, or time to those in need, and engaging in works of mercy 
through volunteer service. “The Catechism of the Catholic Church 
explains that prayer, alongside fasting and almsgiving is part of our
