Doctrinal Corner 
Question:  How is the Holy Trinity present in the Transfiguration? 
 
Answer:  The Transfiguration is a unique moment where the entire Trinity is manifested. As the Catechism of 
the Catholic Church explains, the Father is present in the voice (“This is my Son”), the Son is present in his 
humanity made radiant, and the Holy Spirit is present in the Luminous cloud (CCC 555). This event shows 
that the work of salvation is a communal act of God, preparing the Apostles to follow the Son toward the glory 
that the Father has prepared through the power of the Spirit. 
Reflection: In the noise of my daily routine, what is one specific way I can make more space this week to truly 
listen to the voice of Jesus in scripture or quiet prayer?
