!2! Question: What is Transubstantiation?

Answer: In CCC 1413 the church teaches “By the consecration the transubstantiation of the bread and wine into
the Body and Blood of Christ is brought about. Under the consecrated species of bread and wine Christ himself
living and glorious is present in a true, real, and substantial manner: his Body and Blood, with his Soul and Divinity.”
Transubstantiation is the change that occurs at the consecration during the Mass, when the substance of bread and
wine becomes the Body and Blood of Christ, while their outward appearance remains the same.

Reflection: The mystery of Transubstantiation reminds us that God comes to us in humility, under the simple
appearance of bread and wine. In the Eucharist, Christ offers us His very self as spiritual nourishment. Each time
we attend Mass, we are invited to approach the Eucharist with faith, gratitude, and reverence, recognizing that we
are receiving not merely a symbol, but the living Lord who desires to unit Himself with us and transform lives through
His grace.
