) ' Doctrinal Corner
‘L Question: Why does the Church call herself “apostolic” in the creed?

Answer:

According to the CCC 857 the Church calls herself apostolic because she is founded on the apostles, in three ways:
First, “she was and remains built on "the foundation of the Apostles," he witnesses chosen and sent on mission by
Christ himself. Second, with the help of the Spirit dwelling in her, the Church keeps and hands on the teaching. The
"good deposit," the salutary words she has heard from the apostles; Third, she continues to be taught, sanctified,
and guided by the apostles until Christ's return, through their successors in pastoral office: the college of bishops,
"assisted by priests, in union with the successor of Peter, the Church's supreme pastor"”.

Reflection:

As Catholics, we are part of the living Church that goes back to the Apostles themselves. Our faith is a precious gift
handed down through generations under the guidance of the Holy Spirit. Just as the Apostles were sent by Christ to
proclaim the Gospel, we too are called to be witnesses of His love in our families, parishes, and communities. May
we remain faithful to the teachings of Christ and courageously continue the mission entrusted to the Church.
